Weather Cancellations
The decision to cancel or postpone games is the direct responsibility of the Vice President of Operations, the Vice President of Girls Play, and/or the Vice President of Boys Play.   The decision whether to play may be made by any one or all three of these officers.   The Officers will assess field and weather conditions before the start of each day’s games.  Weather conditions that might affect their decision to commence include (but are not limited to): frost, lightning, heavy rain, extreme cold or extreme heat.  Field conditions that may affect their decision to commence include (but are not limited to): frost and water retention.  The decision to cancel or delay games will be made at least one and a half (1½) hours prior to the first scheduled game of the day, and will be posted on the website and reviewed every two (2) hours.

While forecasts and weather reports will be taken under consideration, games will not be canceled based on these forecasts alone.   WCSA Officers are responsible for assessing the safety of play as well as the impact on the properties.  Once a game begins, if there is no league official present and a referee determines that the weather is too bad to continue, he/she has the authority to shorten or cancel the game.  If the game is in the second half of the scheduled duration, it will be considered a valid game and the team that is leading at the time shall be declared the winner.  No reschedule will be permitted.  If the game is less than half way through its duration, rescheduling will be at the discretion of the appropriate VP of Play.  However, if a coach, or both coaches, decides not to play a game for any reason, that game will be considered a forfeit or double forfeit, and no reschedule will be permitted.

It is the responsibility of the coach to inform his/her team of a cancellation.   All game cancellations and postponements will be posted on the website at www.williamsoncountysoccer.com and put on the WCSA telephone system (791-0590) at least one and a half (1½) hours before the scheduled start of the affected games.

Game Reschedules
The league reserves the right to reschedule games as needed for reasons including (but not limited to):

1) Severe weather or rain outs

2) Poor field conditions

3) No referees available
4) Scheduling errors

Games will be rescheduled as soon as possible and coaches notified via email.  Rescheduling information will be posted on the website as soon as it is available.

The league also reserves the right to not reschedule games if it is the end of the season or if the fields are not available or for any other reason.  Coach-initiated schedule requests will not be considered except for the following reasons:  

A) Any team not having enough players to field a full field squad due to a school-related event.
B) A tragedy or death involving players, coaches, parents, or siblings.  This event must immediately affect the game to qualify for rescheduling.

If either of these conditions applies, the following is the procedure to request a rescheduled game:
1) In the case of a school-related event, the coach must submit a request in writing at least 14 days prior to the scheduled game.  The following items must be included for verification purposes:

A) Name(s) of players involved

B) School name, school contact & phone
C) Information on the event including the date, time and location of event
2) All communication concerning the rescheduling of a game must go through the age-appropriate Commissioner.  The Commissioner will submit the request to the designated scheduler for approval. 
3) Once the game is rescheduled, the Commissioner will notify both coaches of the new date and time.
